Conditton of the Atnissphere.—Cholerae

Atticles have from time to time appeated in the news-
papers, ascribing the general prevalence of the cholera to
some change in the composition of the atmosphere, In
one of these it was quite positively asserted that the air
testing upon one of onr western towns exhibited macked
ditlerenees during the period when this discase raged with
the greatest intensity. 1 think you may put a mark of
doubt avuinst all statements of this kiln{. It has been
ascertained by careful and long continued series of exper-
iments, that, so far as gascons constitation i concerned,
there is scarcely any appreciuble difference between the
air of the hovel or the palace, the air of the town or the
country, whether at times of general liealth or wide-
spreading and malignant disease. The only fact of in-
terest which bis to iy knowledge heretofore been made
known, is that rvcun?ud by Dr. Prout, the celebrated
English chemist, and justly distinguished by his ana-
lytical investigition. In an extensive series of ex)u:rh
ments on atma:pherie air, which he conducted at Lon-
don from the 16th of December, 1831, to the 24th
of March, 1532, it was observed that on the Uth
weight of the air inereased, and du-

ring the whole time that the experiments were subae-
quently continued, the air alinost uniformly possesced @
weight above the usual standard.  The apparatus em-
ployed, and the care taken, were the same throughout,
aud there scemed to be no doubt that the ditlirence,
whatever it depended on, really existed, and did not arise
from error of experiment.  “How the circumstance is to
be explained,” says Dr. Prout, “itis dificult to forin a
conjecture; bt perbaps it may be worth while 0 ob-
serve, that aluiost precisely at the period above mention-
ed, the wind veered around to the northeast, where it
continued for « considerable time; and that under these
circumstances the epidemic cholera first made its appear-
ance in - London. It would scem, therelore, as if some
heavy foreion body had been diftused through the lower
regions ol the atmosphere about this period, and which
was somehow or other connected with the disease in
question.”

These observations, althoueh curious, hiwve led to no
definite views in regard 1o the connexion between epi-
demic diseases and the peculiar state of the atmosphere,
Berzelius and others have suggested that some compound
of selenium may be occasionally preseat in the air, 50 s
to cause epidemies—an idea which is rendered plausible
by the powertul action which at least one combination of
the substance exerts on the animal cconomy.  But the
proportion of such foredgn bodies in the air must be very
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minute ~—so minuie, indeed, as to have eluded the most re-
